Fond du Lac County Snowmobile Trials

Opening & Closing Procedure
Updated: 1/10/08

· The Fond du Lac County Snowmobile Association (FDLCSA) administers the opening and closing of county funded snowmobile trails.

· In order to maximize flexibility in opening and closing trails, the county has been divided into four quadrants:

· All trails east of USH 41 & north of STH 23

· All trails east of USH 41 & south of STH 23

· All trails west of USH 41 & north of STH 23

· Subsection: west o STH 44 & north of STH 23

· All trails west of USH 41 & south of STH 23

· Subsection: Waupun North Loop Trail

· Typically a minimum of 6 inch snow depth is required to consider opening the trail system.

· A consensus agreement must be  reached with all clubs in a quadrant before trails are opened
· Clubs are to contact the President of the FDLCSA or his representative (as soon as possible when a snow event occurs) and advice their desire to open the trails.  See list below.

· A similar procedure is to be used when snow events deteriorate and trails need to be closed.

· The FDLCSA President or his representative will officially open and/or close the funded trail system.

· Opening the trail system is communicated to the public via the County Snowmobile Web Site:  http://www.geocities.com/fdlsnowassn  or county snowmobile trail hotline: 920-929-6840.
· Fond du Lac County Sheriffs Dept. and the DNR will be advised of the openings and/or closings by the FDLCSA President or his representative.

· All 293 miles of funded County Snowmobile Trail is managed by this agreed-upon procedure.

· This System has been in place for over 15 years and has allowed proper trail management in regards to maintaining our trail system in a manner that is acceptable to the trails where landowners are located.
